SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 1

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Judicial Powers Res-2

toration Act of 2007’’. 3

SEC. 2. PURPOSE. 4

The purpose of this Act is to restore to the judiciary 5

SEC. 3. REPEAL. 12

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 211 of the Department of 13

Commerce and Related Agencies Appropriations Act, 14

1999 (as contained in section 101(b) of division A of Pub-15

lic Law 105–277; 112 Stat. 2681–88) is repealed. 16

(b) REGULATIONS.—Not later than 30 days after the 17

date of enactment of this Act, the Secretary of the Treas-18

ury shall issue such regulations as are necessary to carry 19

out the repeal made by subsection (a), including removing 20

or revoking any prohibition on transactions or payments 21

to which subsection (a)(1) of section 211 of the Depart-22

ment of Commerce and Related Agencies Appropriations 23

Act, 1999 applied. 24
